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VTI COMMITTEE MEETING 

7pm 14 March 2006

a) President’s Report: (Tim)

1.

· Attended a national presenter’s course recently. They have 6 people around Australia who will present coaching courses. National presenters would be paid $150 per day to train respective people in their respective states. Tim would donate his time back to VTI. They talked about strategies to better equip trainers. 

· Tim currently doesn’t have Level 2 coaching accreditation but intends to get this. 

· The plan is to bring at least one person from the state to the nationals in July, to do the first presentation. Someone else could put their hand up to go from here to do the presenting course and VTI would need to cover the cost. 

· The result of this is that the VTI could charge a nationally standardised fee for each person to do the coaching course. 

· The AVF has presented their coaching course to the Australian Sports Commission and it’s still under “advisement” with some probable adjustments required. 

· Could do the basic course, which would only take 2 hours or so which would help with taking parents away for Melbourne etc. Tim also put forward that they pursue a Level 3 coaching course be made available to do in Australia. No-one can get a Level 3 as it is not available in Australia at this time. 

2. Talked about getting some money to pour into junior development. He put a 1 page proposal together for the AVF to explain why the money is required. He said that he may not get time to finish it by the deadline, but would do his best.

3. The equipment for Spikezone has not arrived as yet, Received 5000 for the Spikezone program and we are still waiting for a “coordinator”. Rebecca Wiggins has been approached and is considering this. Chris Rice suggested that we could get her some kind of accreditation for doing it. 

4. Went to Albuera street primary school recently and got 9 extra players for the Wednesday afternoon EC sessions.

5. Tim went to Commonwealth international sports conference. He reported that here were different perspectives on successful programs in different countries and that the underlying theme was participation. It highlighted the need for someone that can get into the schools and get participation happening. 

6. Sporting Pulse (see e-mail I received too) workshop. Need someone from here to go and would be paid by VTI. This is to be held on Tuesday 11th April.

7. There is currently a huge review on the National Schools Cup as far as refereeing is concerned.  It may be required to have a level 1 refereeing person qualified a week prior to the cup. It was also suggested that maybe having a qualified referee for the honours matches was a good idea, but that for the other divisions it may not be as important. 

6. 

· Letter from Dana Hutchinson expressing concerns over the current roster regarding A-Grade women. A number of women’s players have gone to play with the men, which has been perceived as drastically reducing the standard of women’s A Grade.

· There have been significant issues with the numbers of players in men’s A grade for a number of seasons now. There was quite significant debate regarding this and the outcome was that we will trial mixed A grade and see how it goes and could possible be used as a model for the first season of each year, depending on the quality of players.

· It was identified that there was a lack of information reaching players before the commencement of each season and ways needed to be identified to contact players earlier. It was suggested that nominations be sent out 3 weeks prior to the grand final of each season, with nominations to be completed by the last match of the season.

· Chris Rice suggested to be mindful to provide for both men’s and women’s A grade. 

· Tim said that the reason this was tried was to enable male players to participate  as there were previously only enough to provide for 3 men’s A Grade teams. 

· With regard to the current seasons, the possible answer is to apologise for lack of notice for the mixed roster, hoping to have a roster for next season for A-grade women’s AND men’s and to stress that it was not intended to make women feel left out more to give the men.  Rod suggested targeting many different sporting organisations. 

b) Treasurers Report:

1. Finances. Steve presented financial reports.  See attached. 

2. Question about fees for Monday nights. Some prefer to pay weekly, some may pay up-front. All teams will receive an invoice.

3. Dave Hunt nominated as Beach Volleyball Competitions Manager. Has developed some good contacts in the Kingborough area now and is doing well. Dave will also lobby the council to provide power at the northern end of the beach.
