	Coaching Course:

A level 1 Coaching course was held in Hobart on the 15th of May, presented by Greg Thomas (VIC), a certified Level 1 presenter.  I would like to thank Stephen Ibbott and David Webster for their assistance in the organisation of the course. Without their assistance the course would not have been possible.

12 People attended the course, Ross Matton Johnson, Darlene Svamvur, Phillip Bessell, Steven Ibbott, David Webster, Stacey Cullenward, Chris Rice, Aaron Cullenward, Michael Adams, Angela Winwood, and John Cheadle (AVF Development manager).

Each of these people has completed one of three stages to finalise their certification and are now Level 1 Coach Candidates. 30 Hours of practical (including 7 hours assessed) and a general principles online theory component will need to be completed to obtain full level 1 status.

I have established the protocols needed to update and maintain the information with AVF as to certification status of our coaches. 

Next Steps

To progress as many coach candidates to full certification, opportunities for the candidates to coach will need to be facilitated. I will be seeking to link squads with candidate coaches where possible. 

I will also establish an assessment schedule for those coaches who are actively coaching today.

Future

To ensure opportunities for continued coach growth I will add the level 1 course as an annual event.

I have identified the activities needed to re-accredit at a level2, and then complete the level 1 presenter’s course, so I will continue on that path to ensure we have a local level 1 presenter.

I will also identify options in the north and northwest to run clinics and involve candidates and attract local candidates in the next 12 months.

I have spoken with a number of local and interstate providers to identify companion courses such as, basics in strength and conditioning, recovery and strapping. These coursed would be targeted at coaches who are looking at broadening their general sport knowledge.

Any future courses to be run on a profit basis to ensure that VTi can continue to offer high quality opportunities to coaches in the state.

	School roster finished last night. Quite successful except for the usual problems with referees. 
Grass roster to be held in third term.

David has advertised the grass roster and provided an info sheet with possible volleyball pathways.

Discussed options of capturing students to become involved in EC program or Club volleyball after completion of the high school roster. Suggested the need to specifically target players and invite them to attend trial of programs. Further options to be discussed.
Noted that there is a need for new nets before the next high school comp.
Monday night comp – Peter asked for any feedback on Div 2 men’s comp – Phil noted that it’s a good, close, well matched competition, but he has received comments from one player who is not happy with inexperienced referees. Scott suggested that maybe we need to spend more time on referee assessment and perhaps have an experienced referee standing with the inexperienced refs to help train them. Peter suggested that we could ask teams to nominate one player to the referee pool.  Could charge teams that are unable to provide a ref. For further discussion at next meeting.
Chris – Tas Open – entries are slightly down on last year but Chris feels that the standard is going to be slightly higher. At this stage we have 5 men’s, 5 women’s and 5 mixed teams which is 4 teams down on last year. 

State League – still working on a budget at this stage. Ross Matton-Johnson has a preliminary list of teams who have shown interest. For each comp to go ahead they need a minimum of 4 men’s and 4 women’s teams. VTI committee would like an updated report from Ross by the next meeting.  Peter proposed that we have 10 minutes of down time at the Tas Open to promote State League to all competitors. Chris to schedule this into the completed roster.
David suggested that something needs to be done with the EC gym before any elite competitionss can be held there. The sun makes it almost impossible to play.

	Discussion
	Duncan – asked what the VTI process is for beach to obtain approval for grants and spending of VTI money. Stephen advised that grant applications are for substantial outlays not general running maintenance expenses. Stephen advised he could look at the last 2 seasons of the beach budget and allocate a certain amount of maintenance funds per previous seasons (that will not require inclusion in grants). This will give the beach committee a framework to work with. VTI would like beach committee minutes to be forwarded via email at end of each meeting highlighting expenditure. 
Beach committee would like to know what the format is for grant monies and funding from VTI to support players in representative teams.  It is expected that there will be a number of beach players in representative teams in the future that may seek assistance. The Beach committee want to ensure that VTI money is spent to benefit all aspects of volleyball in Tasmania. David explained the guidelines and framework that VTI have adopted previously. It is his understanding that a certain proportion of the yearly profits are available for offering assistance to traveling players. For each grant approval VTI ask for feedback of the competition that the assistance is given for.

Duncan noted that he finds this information regarding assistance very difficult to find on the VTI website making it inaccessible to members. He has concerns that members are not aware that assistance is available. Wants to know how funds are allocated. Peter suggested that the committee have further discussions at the next meeting.
